Nancy McShane leads this class and will inspire you

with her creative approach and attention to detail.  $30 class fee: $10 deposit.

August 28 (Thurs, 6:30-9pm) Herringbone Necklace:  Nancy McShane has perfected

this beautiful tubular necklace with different size seed beads, and will teach you the

tricks of a tight stitch and secure finishing.  $30, supplies extra: $10 deposit.
